Information from the 1900-1 Derbyshire Football Guide

Published by the Derbyshire Times in 1900, the Derbyshire Football Guide was a pocket-sized book similar to today’s “News of the World” or “Playfair” annuals. This fascinating book lists all the local clubs active in the Chesterfield & East Derbyshire Football Association at the time. While a few of threes sides were founded by church groups, most were based at pubs, where the landlord was obviously aware of the promotional potential of having the local side in his boozer! Below we list the officials and sides mentioned in the book – note the location of the Brimington Juniors ground – a fair old walk from their clubhouse!
